2. Mailed—in entries will be accepted and must be postmarked on or before April 

6, 2011. Email entries are preferred and must be sent on or before April 9, 2011. 

No late entries will be accepted. Ear mark changes will be accepted free of 

charge until April 15th. Any Day of Show changes will cost $3.00. Entry fees 

will be as follows: OPEN & YOUTH $10.00 per rabbit. Fur, Meat Pens, and 

Single Fryer are also $10 each.  

3. Entry fee must accompany your entry along with the cost of the banquet for 

Saturday evening. Make all checks payable to Keystone State NZRBA. Please 

use entry blank included in catalog. 

4. Mail entries to: Sue Ellen Repine, 467 Doud Road, Lawrenceville, PA 16929.

5. Coop Numbers will be used and must be placed in the right ear of the rabbit by 

a black magic marker.
